: What is CHS Academic Boosters? éé

CHS Academic Boosters is a non-profit group organized to raise money to enhance the learning environment at %

: What do we do?

= Reduce class sizes by funding sections — Each section is equivalent to one (1) yearlong class. This allows the school to
reduce class size or in some cases offer classes that otherwise would not be possible.

= Teacher Grants — We funded 25 Teacher Grants this past year with a budget of $25,000. The allows faculty and staff to
purchase educational materials such as dictionaries, maps, computers, lab equipment, videos and many other items that are
outside the school’s operating budget.

= Help sponsor Academic Awards Night, College Night, Academic Teams (Academic Decathlon, Mock Trial, Model UN,
Robotics, DECA), SAT practice tests and Study Seminars.

: How do we do it?

= We request a donation of $250 per student.
=  We actively attempt to obtain Company Matching Funds. Ask your employer for a matching donation form.
= Safeway, eScrip, United Way, etc are other ways you can help make a difference.

: Besides the $250 per student tax-deductible donation, how can I get involved?
Start by attending one of our meetings, then decide how involved you would like to be. We are all volunteers and we need more!

: Can I donate using a credit card?

Yes! You may donate via a credit card online. Visit our website at www.chsacademicboosters.com and click on the Donate
Online link. Due to our non-profit status your Academic Boosters donation must be completed separately from other CHS online
purchases.
