ARTICLE I — Name and Office
Section 1 — Name

The name of this organization is California High School Academic Boosters, hereinafter referred
to as Academic Boosters.

Section 2 — Principle Office

The principle office of the Academic Boosters shall be California High School, 9870 Broadmoor
Drive, San Ramon CA, 94583

ARTICLE II — Purpose

Academic Boosters is an ongoing entity whose purpose is irrevocably dedicated to educational purposes,
to support improvements in the learning environment at California High School and to develop ways
and means to finance and support these improvements. No part of the income or assets of this
organization shall ever inure to the benefit of any Director, Officer or member thereof or to the benefit
of any private person.

No substantial part of the activities of Academic Boosters shall consist of carrying on propaganda or
otherwise attempting to influence legislation, shall not participate or intervene in any political campaign
(including the publishing or distribution of statements) on behalf of any candidate for public office.

Academic Boosters is organized and operated exclusively for educational purposes within the meaning
of Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code and State of California Revenue and Taxation Code
237020.

ARTICLE III — Membership
Section 1 - Membership

Membership in Academic Boosters shall be any person who contributes any sum to the
Academic Boosters, and is a parent or guardian of a student enrolled at California High School
(CHS). Parents/Guardians of students who will be enrolled at CHS in the upcoming school year
may become members after February 28. Unless otherwise specified, parent/guardians making
contributions after February 28 will be considered members for the upcoming fiscal year.
Membership must be renewed each fiscal year.
